26 And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of
Galilee, named Nazareth, 27to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was
Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgin’s name was Mary. 28 And the angel
came in unto her, and said, Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with
thee: blessed art thou among women. 29 And when she saw him, she was
troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what manner of salutation this
should be. 3° And the angel said unto her, Fear not, Mary: for thou hast found
favour with God.

4 And Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth,
into Judeea, unto the city of David, which is called Bethlehem; (because he was
of the house and lineage of David:) 5to be taxed with Mary his espoused wife,
being great with child.® And so it was, that, while they were there, the days were
accomplished that she should be delivered. 7 And she brought forth her firstborn
son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because
there was no room for them in the inn.

8 And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in the field, keeping
watch over their flock by night.
